Remove Edges Typical Garden Wall Section

Use clean granular backfill such as gravel or crushed stone for drainage and to
prevent soil from leaching through the wall. A commercial filter fabric (stocked by
most garden supply stores) may be used when existing site soils are used for backfill.

To remove outside lugs or edges of retaining lip,
hold unit securely or place at angle on ground.
Strike the lug firmly with a hammer. Always wear
safety glasses to protect eyes from chips.
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
